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The Stewardship theme for our fourth year is “formation” – coming to a fuller understanding of 
what stewardship entails.  This article will focus on how stewards return their gifts to the Lord with 
increase and the vital role that participation plays in this process of sanctification. 

Stewardship requires an active display of faith.  In other words, to be a good steward one may not 
merely claim to be a Christian but must “live it out.”  Catholic life lived in our parish is the best and 
most effective way to live as a good steward.  Through life in the Church, stewardship is played out 
most completely.  Participation in the Church’s mission develops the individual’s gifts most fully 
and most perfectly returns those gifts to the Lord through ministry and especially in our Eucharistic 
Liturgy. 

Scripture lays the groundwork for our vision of ourselves as united with Christ in 
the work of God on earth.  Paul develops the image of a spiritual household: “You 
are no longer foreigners or aliens, but fellow citizens with God’s people and 
members of God’s household…with Christ Jesus as the chief cornerstone.  In him 
the whole building is joined together and rises to become a holy temple in the 
Lord.”  (Ephesians 2:19-22) 

The Catechism of the Catholic Church clearly states we have a responsibility to participate in the 
mission of God.  “The Christian faithful….incorporated in Christ through Baptism, have been 
constituted as the people of God…they have become sharers in Christ’s priestly, prophetic, and 
royal office…they are called to exercise the mission which God has entrusted to the Church to fulfill 
in the world, in accord with the condition proper to each one.” (CCC 871)  It is precisely through 
our working together and participating according to our call and gifts that we can bring about the 
Kingdom now. 

Everyone’s participation in the Church is valuable and important.  
This is what we mean by returning our gifts to the Lord.  Participa-
tion is critical for the building up of the church and for our own 
salvation.  And as we actively participate as members of the Church 
we more fully resemble the disciples of Jesus.  This feature of a 
steward’s life leads to our personal holiness.  And the journey of 
holy stewards relies on conversion. 

Some humor to survive by:  Staying in bed shouting “Oh God!” 
does not constitute going to church.

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I would like to thank the many parishioners  
who offered condolences at the recent death 
of my father, Norbert J. Malin.  He died on 
April 24, 2010.  I had his funeral on April 
28.  I am very grateful for your kind words, 
prayers, and support.  I am so appreciative 
that some of you were able to come to 
Madison, Ohio for the time of visitation at 
the funeral home and to Immaculate 
Conception Church for dad’s funeral mass.  
Others have told me stories from times 
when you may have met my dad.  He would come to St. 
Francis for our parish festival, social events, and times of 
prayer.  I am also grateful for the cards, mass intentions, 
and other reminders of your continued prayer-support for 
me and my family. 
 

I shared in the homily at dad’s funeral mass, “I really 
believe this stuff … and dad really believed this stuff.  It 
is important.”  To what important stuff was I referring?  
Our faith!  Dad’s funeral was in the Easter Season.  The 
Easter Season is a 50-day-reflection on the Paschal 
Mystery:  Jesus’ life, death, and resurrection.  We share 
in Jesus’ life and are promised a share in his resurrection. 
 

My dad fought cancer for over two years.  His battle 
included an amputation of his left leg.  Less than three 
months after his amputation, he received a prosthesis.  
This was on a Thursday.  Two days later, a Saturday, he 
walked into church.  Wow!  What a testimony to his 
strength – and to his faith.  Yes, dad really believed this 
stuff.  Saturday evening, one week later, he walked up 
the steps into the sanctuary at his church and read the 
Scriptures at Mass! 
 

David Haas writes in the song, We Will Rise Again, “We 
will run and not grow weary, for our God will be our 
strength, and we will fly like the eagle, we will rise 
again.”  Drawing from the images in Isaiah 40 and 41, we 
are promised this new life – and the ability to run, and 
fly!  Thank you for walking with me on this part of my 
journey. 
 

In the past few issues of the Canticle, I wrote about 
“Liturgy.”  I reflected on some of the changes that have 
taken place in Mass in the past few years, and I wrote 
about some of the anticipated changes yet to come.  The 
United States Conference of Catholic Bishops (USCCB) 
has recently received word from Rome that the proposed 
revisions in the Mass (the Revised Roman Missal) have 
been approved.  We are awaiting a time-frame for the 
implementation of the New Missal.  Until then, we will 

pray and celebrate the mass we now 
have with full, active, and conscious 
participation (see Sacrosanctum 
Concilium, n.14).  Active participation 
certainly means that in gesture, word, 
song and service, all the members of 
the community take part in an act of 
worship.  We are not inert or passive.  
We actively participate! 
 

The well known liturgist, Fr. Paul 
Turner, often writes about our call to 

fully participate at mass.  He recently wrote in Ministry 
& Liturgy (vol. 37, no.4, May 2010), about “Getting the 
Least” out of mass.  Here is his column, reprinted with 
permission. 
 

Getting the Least  by Paul Turner 
 

If you’d like to get the least out of going to Mass on 
Sundays, here are some strategies you can try: 
· Eat a large meal just before going to church. 
· Arrive for Mass late. 
· Sit in the back of the church. 
· Read the bulletin during the service. 
· Don’t sing any songs. 
· Don’t make the responses. 
· Keep your cell phone turned on and handy to hear 

your ring tones and send texts. 
· Chew gum. 
· Mentally criticize the appearance of people you see. 
· Be angry about something. It really doesn’t matter 

what. 
· Think constantly about where you are going when 

Mass is over. 
· Whenever there is time for silent prayer, look at your 

watch. 
· Let your mind wander throughout the service, but 

especially during the readings, the homily, and the 
Eucharistic prayer. 

· Never offer to assist as a greeter, usher, lector, 
communion minister, server, or cantor. 

· Don’t contribute to the collection, or if you do, use 
coins. 

· Avoid eye contact during the sign of peace. 
· Never drink the Blood of Christ at communion.

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· Leave Mass early. After you receive communion, head 
for the door. Do not return to your seat. You may want 
to put your car keys in one hand while you receive 
communion with the other. 

· Drive away as quickly as possible. If others who are 
trying to get the least out of going to Mass are in your 
way, honk the horn at them. 

· Don’t pray at home during the following week, unless 
an emergency comes up.

Erin was serving a second year on a relief mission working with an orphanage and hospital in Haiti.  Her brother, Ryan, 
went to visit her after Christmas.  They were both in a building for volunteers when it collapsed in the earthquake.  Ryan 
was killed instantly and Erin was seriously injured when she was pinned 
under the building for 13 hours before being rescued.   A memorial Mass 
for Ryan was held at St. Francis in January.  After surgery on her arms 
and months of physical therapy, Erin’s recovery is going very well.  She 
plans to return to Haiti after completing her education.  
 
Hearing the news of the disaster in Haiti and its effect on Erin and Ryan, 
our PSR staff and students wanted to respond.  They prayed special 
prayers every week until the end of PSR classes in May for the victims of 

the earthquake and their families, the 
rescue workers, the volunteers and all 
the people serving the poor in Haiti.  
Every week a jar was passed among the 
classes to collect donations of loose change.  A special 
collection was taken up during the offertory procession 
of the closing PSR Mass and added to the weekly 
donations.  Tom and Dolores Shannon were present to 
accept the donation of $460.00 which was sent to the 
“Friends of the Orphans” in honor of Erin and Ryan 
Kloos.  A letter from the director stated that our gift will 

support desperately needed repair and relief efforts at the facilities of “Our Little Brothers 
and Sisters” where 350 children are cared for and an additional 150 children in the surrounding areas are provided 
clothing, food and educational opportunities to help break the cycle of poverty.  We are proud of our PSR staff and 
students for their compassion and care in reaching out to the children of the poorest country in the Western Hemisphere.  
Ryan and Erin’s generous spirit will live on in the hearts of the people.

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Education for Parents and Children 
 

Last year, St. Francis of Assisi School and Parish 
School of Religion were selected by the diocese to pilot a 
new program focused on the education of children and 
parents.  
 
Praesidium’s “Called to Protect”TM  is the first-ever 
program specifically designed for Catholic middle and high
-school aged youth and an innovative new program for 
grade-school children based on the latest child 
development research.   
· It is a multi-media training program focused on matters 

of personal safety, abuse prevention and the creation of 
safe environments for children K through 12.   

· It provides age-appropriate information to help 
children and teens understand their personal 
boundaries, develop skills needed to protect themselves 
and know how to report when someone breaks the 
rules.  

· The program consists of a parent video for pre-school 
children, three lessons for each grade K-5, a three-part 
video with lessons for grades 6-8, and parent handouts. 

· A major component of the program is a DVD and 
discussion format for parents which teaches them what 
they must know to protect their own children, what 
behaviors to watch for and what actions to take if they 
see something of concern. 

· “Called to Protect”TM has been approved and 
promulgated by Bishop Lennon for implementation in 
diocesan schools and PSR programs beginning in 
September. 

 

Training for Employees and Volunteers 
 

Praesidium’s program does not replace the VIRTUS 
training that must be completed by all diocesan 
employees and volunteers who work with children 
and youth. 
 
VIRTUS:  “Protecting God’s Children” TM remains the 
primary child abuse prevention program required by the 
Diocese of Cleveland for all employees and volunteers 
who work with children, such as:  PSR catechists and 
assistants, coaches, LifeTeen team members and parent 
volunteers, classroom, cafeteria and school yard helpers, 
Children’s Liturgy of the Word readers and leaders.   
· VIRTUS consists of a three-hour video based 

training meeting and completion of 24 on-line 
educational bulletins.   

· All employees and volunteers must be finger-printed 
for a criminal background check and complete a sign 
off form to indicate they have read The Policy for the 
Safety of Children in Matters of Sexual Abuse and 
The Standards of Conduct for Ministry.   

· VIRTUS training sessions are offered frequently 
throughout the Cleveland diocese.  Go to 
www.virtus.org to register.   

· Required documents can be read on-line or 
downloaded at www.stfrancisgm.org along with the 
acknowledgment forms which must be signed and 
turned in to the Parish Office.  

· Fingerprinting opportunities are available at St. 
Francis.   Contact Roberta Latanich at the Parish 
Office for more information.
