The word evangelization may be a difficult one for us
to understand.

Time and Talent Report

St Francis of Assisi parishioners have many opmities
to contribute their time and talent for the benefit
others. We have a total of 47 defined ministneth
over 600 members, including over 100 new members
signed up in the last stewardship renewal. Hergust a
few examples:

The parish is served by 2 priests, 2 deacons, 5
pastoral staff, 12 parish council members, 6
finance committee members, 9 School Advisory
Committee (SAC) members, 4 support staff
members, and 5 custodians. In addition, our
parish supports, along with two sister parishes, 4
ministerial members at Hillcrest Hospital.

Our Masses are celebrated with the support of
120 Eucharistic Ministers, 33 Lectors, 10 Altar
Servers, 11 Adult Funeral Servers, 105 Music
Ministers, and 24 Ushers.

We have our principal, and 30 teachers
(including speech, special education) who are
dedicated to the education and development of
423 day school and 54 preschool children. They
are assisted by 11 office and support staff.

We have 16 catechists and 16 assistants who
educate 240 children in our Parish School of

Religion classes each week. They are assisted by

6 office and support staff.

Over 300 parish and school youth participate in
over 11 different sports programs throughout the
year.

Our Life Teen Program, shared with St. Anselm
Parish, is supported by our Youth Mister and 5
adult volunteers who help to bring Christ into the
lives of 40 high school students through social
educational, leadership and faith formation
activities.

The Rite for Christian Initiation of Adults
(RCIA) will be welcoming 9 new members via
their full initiation into our Catholic Church.
Over the last 5 years we have welcomed over 46
members into our faith.

Over 85 new families have been welcomed into
our Parish in the past year at our monthly
breakfasts supported by our Welcoming
Committee. At these meetings committee
members share their experiences about our parish
life and extend invitations to new members to
become involved.

Numerous prayer groups and scripture study
opportunities exist for those looking to deepen
and share their faith.

Our Bereavement Ministry supports over 120
families and individuals in their time of loss and
need.

Support for the needs of others is provided by the
Food Bin, ChristT, St. Vincent de Paul, Missions,
and Wellness ministries.

The Finance Council, currently comprised of 6 merspadvises Fr Caddy in all financial matters &f plarish.
Generally we meet monthly and review the finanstatements, including status against our budgehfoyear, and address
significant issues as they arise. This procesmp®rtant in assuring sound financial controls amdrsight are given to the daily
and monthly business operations of the parishs €buncil, along with the Maintenance Committetsrapts to assure the
proper upkeep of our facilities and stewardshipwfinvestments.

As you will note in the accompanying statemenks &ll organizations, we are experiencing somécdities. For the
first time in several years our regular collecti@ns likely to decrease while operating expense®arthe rise. Historically,
ongoing operating expenses are higher than plaonptbjected operating income with the shortfaihigedrawn from our
reserves and investments. These funds have bplemighed via special bequests and gifts to ouslpawhich can not be
planned. Over the last two years receipts of $untls have been limited and our reserves and imezgs are forecast to
decline or be eliminated without your support. Hieance Committee will be evaluating options toréase contributions and
ongoing support to our programs.

What can you do? Evaluate your regular ongoindridmrtions, contact the parish office for electimgiving, adopt a
student, and remember your parish in your estatenghg. Your gifts and talents will serve many gada long way to support
the parish.
