COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Candy Sale:  Balance paid; at least $6-7k coming in.  Bonus check of $840 was received early.

Jr. High:  Have sold 370 merchant cards.  Families receive $8 off their Washington trip for each one they sell.  Sue reported that she has placed an order for 70 more cards.

PTO/Booster’s Fundraiser:  Marino Brothers DJs booked.  “SFA Live” movie theme.  Stacey asked for $500 start-up funds for classroom projects, motion made and approved.  Cathy Petronzio will be in charge of classroom projects this year.

Market Day:  Kirsten had 7 volunteers show up for latest sale!  She reports that they committed to help out at every sale.
BoxTops: Therese noted that plenty of volunteers have signed up and that she will not need the services of all of them.  She requests that families send in the boxtops pasted or taped to a sheet of paper, that way they are much easier to count!  Please, no envelopes!
