Treasurer’s Report: Cash on hand: $27,152.54;

COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
Candy Sale: $21,000 in cash. The bill is $17,792.88 motion made & approved to pay it. Everyone pleased with the selection of candy bars. Some suggested more dark chocolate with almond bars for next year.

Jr. High: Very successful dance last Fri; 400+ kids. 8th grade is currently selling merchant cards for $10 to curb the cost of the Washington trip. Upcoming events: Washington mtg. 10/4. to discuss fundraisers for trip, next dance 11/5. Motion made & approved for “overall approval” to write checks for the committee. Great Lakes Theatre will be 11/1-11/5 the cost is $1295.00. Motion made & approved to pay for the program. Discussion was had about changing the committee name “Jr. High” to “8th Grade”. It will remain as is.

Fundraiser: Walk-a-thon will be in the spring; date TBA. The committee will meet next month.

Market Day: 1st sale Wed. Sept. 22nd
Santa Shop: The Santa shop will be Fri. Dec. 10th.

Special Events: Breakfast with Buddies will be held Fri. Oct. 8th. Motion made & approved for approx. $500 for event. There was some discussion for other ideas for SFA family events.
Used Uniform Sale: In June the families made $467; PTO $206; total $673. In August the families made $445; PTO $205; total $650. The Boosters also made $120 on cougar tourney T shirts. No more sales until June.

Box Tops/Soup Labels: The dress down day for Sept. still needs to be decided. Approx. $700 will be added to the October check that was carried over from the spring. Adding the month of Aug. earned approx. $450.
Hospitality: The SFA feast day will be Mon. Oct 4th. Students and staff will be provided lunch on that day. Motion made & approved for $800 for the event.
COSI: COSI is scheduled to be here March 16,  2011 for grades K-5th. The theme is the Human Body – An Incredible Machine.

Ladies Night Out: Melanie scheduled the ladies night for Thurs. Dec.2nd. They will modify the event by adding more vendors.

NEW BUSINESS:
Fall Teacher Stipend: Each classroom teacher will receive a $100 stipend to be used for their classrooms.  As requested all teachers will receive $150 for continuing education and $100 for field trips. Motion made & approved on all stipends.
Family Magazine Ad: Mrs. Publicover asked for a donation for $250 for a ¼ page ad in the Family Magazine. Motion made& approved to pay for all of it.

Internet Safety Class: Mrs. Publicover asked for assistance to pay for an internet safety class for both students and parents. The program is offered by the McKeon Group. The parents’ night is scheduled for 10/7. The students will be split up in 2 assemblies; 4th-5th and 6th-8th on 10/12. The class covers social networking, specifically, cyber bullying. The cost is $400. Motion made& approved to pay for it.
Professional Teacher Memberships: Mrs. Publicover asked for money to pay for 2 membership fees for the teachers. The Pre-1st Grade membership is $75 and the Math (National Council for Math Teachers) membership is $135.Teachers will be able to share the memberships. Motion made & approved to pay $210 for the fees.

Science Assembly: Mrs. Publicover requested a donation towards the Sky Lab. The total is $190; $150 for the Natural History Museum membership and $40 for the rental fee for the sky lab. All grades will participate. Motion made & approved to pay $190.
There was a discussion about PTO paying for all the requests at the meeting. It was explained that the PTO can pay for the total amount that was asked or partial or none. It is always voted on at the meetings.
