discovered that God loved me (and all of us) regardless of what we have done or where we have been. | realized tha
person of Christ is not someone to be afraid of. He takes nothing from us, absolutely nothing. Instead, He gives
everything.

This awareness of who God is began to reshape me and my desire to follow the Lord into priesthood. And while tt
was a |l ong journey that was in many ways fArestarted:¢
shortly after my teaching position began in the fall of 2006.

As a high school teacher, | loved my students very much and enjoyed my work considerably. They are years | w
always remember with great joy. However, after working only about three months, | (literally) woke up one colc
December morning, sat up in bed, and promised God that | would finally make the journey into the seminary.

The journey into and through the seminary is one that has taken me many places. It was a journey that challenged
shaped me on so many different levels. It is an experience that is very hard to describe for those who have never bee
the seminary. In some ways, it is very much like living at college. Yet, in so many other ways, it is nothing like the
college life at all. And while there were some days that were very hard, there never was a single moment that | e
regretted the day | entered the seminary.
