Officers’ Reports:  
President’s Report:  Chris Carney
Preparing Third Graders for CYO Sports:  Tim Brady and Michelle Schmidlin have recommended that we prepare our third graders for CYO sports by letting them know well in advance of the season what they need – i.e.  physical forms, etc.)  Michelle put together an info. sheet which will be passed on to third graders before the end of the year.
Dugout Covers:  Rob Hissong indicated that the dugout covers that were discussed at the last meeting are actually $150 each.  This did not alter the club’s decision to pass on the covers.
4th/5th Grade Boys Baseball Update:  All of the 4th grade boys who were interested in playing on 5th grade baseball team were invited to do so, but only one decided to play on the 5th grade team.
New Sports Registration/Management Program:  Biz King’s computer registration and sports management program was approved by the board and is in the process of implementation.
Scoreboard:  Any coach wishing to use the scoreboard baseball/softball games is welcome to do so.  However, the booster club will not pay scorekeepers.  
Baseball Field Use:  Leo McNulty has advised that non-CYO teams cannot be allowed to use our field unless the team has liability insurance with a minimal limit of $1M and the policy includes as additional insureds Bishop Lennon, Diocese of Cleveland and SFA.

Chris will talk to Leo to see if this holds true for camps as well (i.e. speed/agility camp and soccer camp.
Hawkin Snack Bar:  Deann Bartram has provided us with the opportunity to run the snack bar at Hawkin on May 9.  All proceeds will be kept by the booster club.   Joe Prcela, David Cross and Tom Perovsek have volunteered to chair this event.
Fundraiser:  PTO will be doing a walk-a-thon next year so there will be no joint booster/PTO fundraiser.  Discussion held on what boosters should do as its main fundraiser next year.  Thoughts included holding a similar event as in the last few years, holding a clambake, and holding a Monte carol night.  This will be discussed in more depth at the next meeting.
Election Business:  Pursuant to the booster club bylaws, the Vice President and Treasurer positions will be up for election this year.  The bylaws indicate that an election committee should be established at the April meeting, nominations will be made at the  May meeting, and the election will be held in June.  Beth Cross will chair the election committee with Chris assisting.
