Minutes for Booster Club Meeting

January 17, 2011

Minutes:
Minutes from the November meeting were accepted without change.

Officers’ Reports:  

President’s Report:  Chris Carney  
Trophy Cases:  Eileen has reported that we are running out of room in the trophy cases.  Our alternatives at this point are to start putting trophies in the attic, or build new cases.  Everyone present agreed to look into new cases.  Chris will contact Marty on this.
Vice President’s Report:  Joe Prcela    
Team Wear:  Joe reported that he and Laura are willing to do the spring teamwear offering, but would like some volunteers to assist.  If anyone is willing to help out, please contact Joe or Laura.  Working with Accent Graphics has been both good and bad.  The initial offering was great, but there were some problems in the winter offering.  We will let Accent do the spring offering, but then will accept bids for next year’s teamwear.  
The deadline for the spring offering will be February 18, 2011.

Treasurer’s Report:  Dani reported that the booster end of year balance was $31,300, and that we are awaiting another $3,074 from St. Clare for football related expenses. 
Fall Sports Analysis:  Dani did an analysis of our fall sports revenue, and found that we had a profit of about $1,100 on fall sports.  This is typical of fall sports, and it is also typical for us to lose money on the winter sports (without taking the basketball tournament into consideration.)

Secretary’s Report:  Dave Cross  - no report.
Athletic Director’s Report:  

Key Management:  Discussion was held regarding use of keys during volleyball and basketball tournaments.  We will have to create a policy for key management to better keep track of the keys.


Prayer Banners:   The new banners have been hung.

Spring Sport Sign-Ups:  Spring sport sign-ups have begun.

Coordinators’ Reports:  

Volleyball:  Kelli DiPippo – no report.

Softball/Baseball:  Kelly Wright – no report.
Football:  Jeff Demuth – no report.  (Chris mentioned that the Cougar night will be held in April, football sign-ups will begin in April and end in May with the late fee being assessed for anyone signing up after the deadline.)

Track:  Greg/DeAnn Bartram – no report.
Uniforms:  Julie Perovsek/Cathy Carballada – no report.  We are looking for a volunteer (or more than one) to take this position over.  If anyone is interested, please contact Chris.


Basketball:  Ginger Calo – no report.   

Soccer:  Mike Spolar - no report.
Old Business:  

Basketball Tourney Update:  Joe Carballada reported that the pool play is over, and the basketball tourney has raised roughly $7,200 in profit (after roughly $8,600 in expenses.)   An additional $800 in profit is forecasted for this ½ of the tourney, and another $6-7000 for the second ½ of the tourney.  It looks like we will profit in the neighborhood of $14-15,000 on the basketball tournament.
Cudos to Joe and Mike Spolar and the rest of the basketball committee for another great job.
Bylaw Review:  The bylaw subcommittee has met and has recommended some changes to the bylaws.  Chris will email the recommendations and have them posted on the website, and they will be voted on at the next meeting.
New Business:  
National Basketball Academy:  Ray Schmidlin recommended that we consider using the NBA to perform our basketball evaluation process.  There will be a fee involved, but the details are unknown.  All agreed to invite a representative of the NBA to our next meeting, and decide how to proceed on this issue after hearing from them.

Volunteer Issues:  A general discussion was held on the difficulty in getting people to volunteer (including attendance at booster club meetings – this meeting was only attended by 7 people.)  Various solutions were discussed, including (1) having a mandatory minimum number of volunteer hours required, (2) allowing people to pay a certain amount in lieu of volunteering (and using the money raised to pay high school kids to help out on things like running the concession stand), and (3) appointing someone as a volunteer coordinator (if anyone is interested, please let Chris know.)

 It was pointed out that many people do not realize that volunteering for booster club functions counts for the volunteer hours required as a SFA parent.  We will try to make people more aware of this fact, and will also reach out to the younger families, who are not yet involved in CYO athletics, but who may want to participate in booster club events in order to satisfy their hours.
