Committee Updates:


Advertising/Promotion: Andy explained a sponsorship package which has been put together. The purpose of promoting sponsorship is to pay for additional advertising and/or entertainment. Believeandy said there are four levels: Gold-- $1,000 donors  (looking for 3)

Re: signage—if anyone knows a business willing to have a sign on their property to promote the festival (such as Lang’s Marathon had last year), please contact Andy. Andy will promote the festival and events leading up to it (ex. meatball rolling) on Facebook; look for “Become a fan of St. Francis of Assisi Festival”. Jim suggested advertising in Scene and North Coast Voice magazines. It was suggested that high school students needing service hours could distribute posters to businesses.


Raffle:  Sara reported that the tickets are not yet printed. The monetary raffle prize gift amounts were discussed re: whether or not to keep the 3 $500 prizes as dropping would increase profits. Keeping them, however, would be seen by people as more chances to win. (The $500 Early Bird prize would remain.) Ed suggested a daily raffle during the festival where winner must be present. It was suggested that instead of the 3 $500’s, a prize be offered and visible during the festival to help increase ticket sales. Moira suggested a TV, Jim suggested a laptop. Andy added that a TV could run advertising of the festival sponsors and other festival information while on display. The group voted to add the TV and drop the 3 $500 monetary prizes. Businesses will be contacted for deals/donations. It was also suggested that additional signage be added to the raffle ticket selling tables.


Money Room:  No report


Classic Car Night:  No report 

Coke/Beer:  The price of a keg has increased $5.00. House of LaRose will give us writstbands, cups, and an additional $500-$750 donation. Coke will provide a 53’ trailer and will split the cost with us. It was agreed that the prices of draft beer will remain $3.00 and $5.50. It was assured that space will be found to store the liquids for the Wine & Beer Stand. 


There was a discussion re: selling beer in the casino from a keg or bottles rather than carrying pitchers in from outside. It was mentioned that a “floor plan” must be submitted for the beer license. Moira said she sold beer at times in the casino last year, pouring it from a bottle to a plastic cup for the customer. Zolton suggested an extra cooler from Coke to store bottled beer for the casino. Jim was concerned that beer may be sold to minors but was assured that only wristbanded people could buy it. It was determined that there would be plenty of people to sell in the casino as there is never a shortage of volunteers to sell beer. We should have beer committee run this. 

Fried Dough/Crepes:  Fried dough will again be sold. Marek volunteered his wife to make crepes filled with chocolate or jam. This will be at the fried dough stand, price to be determined. Mike Gigliotti will be contacted re: possibly renting the proper crepe makers/griddles.


School Liaison:  No report.

Soft Serve Ice Cream:  No report.
